Make checks payable to Meadow Creek Farms.  *NO REFUNDS WILL BE GIVEN- proceeds will be donated to Dressage For The Cure for Renee's Friends Fund*. Use the 2008 RMDS entry form.  No USEF drug fee, non-member fee, or bridle tag deposit. Post entries accepted with management approval and with the $35 late fee.

AWARDS:  Both shows: Ribbons to be awarded through 6th place.  High Point Award for all three divisions (Open, Adult Amateur, Jr./Young Rider) all three days excluding W/T classes. High Point Breed Awards (include copy of breed papers)

ENTRIES:  Use separate form for each show and send to appropriate secretary. Use 2008 RMDS entry form and a copy of your 2008 RMDS Horse/Rider/Owner Card as well as a copy of a negative Coggins test (with in 12 months of show date).  Adult Amateur must include a copy of 2008 amateur card. Include a SASE for your ride times.

STABLING:  Limited stabling available at facility. Contact the show manager.

TIMES:  Tentative times will be mailed in YOUR SASE. Secretary will not call ride times. Also ride times will be posted on the website: www.meadowcreekfarms.net

ARENAS/FOOTING:  Warm up is out door with lounging in designated areas only.  Sand and rubber 

mixed footing in all arena's (Intro thru Training Level classes may or may not be in a small ring).             

OTHER:  Farrier/Vet on call. EMT will be on site during the show. NO DOGS!  Any dog found will

      be confiscated and the owner charged $50 as a donation to the Denver Dumb Friends League. 

      All day concessions will be provided.

DIRECTIONS:  From I-25: Exit HWY 52.  Go West on HWY 52 to Hwy 287.  Turn South (Left) on HWY 287 to Jasper Road.  Turn East (Left) onto Jasper Road.  Meadow Creek Farms is on the North (Left) side of the road with white fencing.
